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INTRODUCTION

The Handbook of the Onge language. has been. pre-
pared primarily on the basis of the published language
material (Radclife-Brown, 1914, Nigam, 1955-86, Ganguly,
1961) with a view to providing the non-linguists with some
basic working knowledge of the language to enable
them to interact with the Onges in a better way, since the
Onge language is bitherto unintelligible to the outsiders.

A short linguistic field work was conducted in Little
Andaman in April, 1976, to check up some of the published
language material and to collect additional data. As
Canguly’s material is comparatively exhaustive and the
variations were found to be negligible during the field
investigation, his material has been incorporated in the
present handbook ag much as possible. Some important
rules of word formation with examples have been given
repeatedly in the various sections of the handbook to
enable the learner to memorise and use the handbook
easily:

It is to be noted that though few Onges can communi-
cate in Hindi with the outsiders to some extent, their
areas of interaction with the outsiders are very much
restricted with the result that the Onges, by and large,
are still monolingual. Ganguly’s language material virtu-
ally served as a basis for the field work among the Onges
in Little Andaman.

The Onge is a small tribe inhabiting in little Andaman
which is the southernmost island of the Andaman
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Archipelago. The -group of Andaman islands consists
of about 265 islands (V1de Staticsical Abstracts, Andaman
Adrnmistranon. Port Blalr) b1g or small in the Bay of Bengal
'stretcnmg betwéern 10°13N-- 13°30'N Latitude and 92°19’E—
93°io'1-: Lorgitude.

The total area of httle Andaman is 28246 _square miles
and is eovered w1th dense tropical forest.

Thé Onges call thetisélves éhe which means 'man’.
They are nomadic -hunters and food gatherers. The
tribe appears to be dwindling very fast and the present
number of individuals would hardly be little above one
hundred.

No detailed desenpnve study on Onge language has
yét been done On the basis of available language
Thaterial ho genenc rélationship could have been esta:
bhshed with any family of languages spoken in the main
land of India.

CHAPTER TWO

Some Important Features of Onge Word Formation

Structurally all Onge words fall under two main
categories : (i) Independent froms and (ii) Dependent
forms.* independent‘ forms can occur independently, e.g.
kue 'pig”, wekala ‘‘white’”, ebara ‘“‘small girl”’, inene
"forefgner (male)”. The Independent forms may begin

either with a vowel or with a consonant.

Dependent forms do not occur alone—they always
occur with personal prefixes., e.g., goticu "*his head”.
g- is third person singular prefix *his” -oticu ‘‘head”
(Dependent form). Dependent forms begin with a vowel
and generally include kinship terms, forms denoting
parts of a whole, names of body parts, some verbs
and attributes, postpositions denoting location, direction
etc. The dependent forms take noun or pronoun as
prefix which shows possession in noun forms and subject
or object relationship in verb forms, e.g. uemegioticu
“the dog's head” (ueme''dog”+gi ‘‘the”+oticu ""head”)
molagebe *“I danced” (m- '‘1st. person singular prefix”
functions as subject+olage '*dance”+-be '‘tense suffix”),
koonegi gitebe ‘‘the snake bit him" (koone '*snake’-gi
“the”+g- '"3rd person singular suffix” functions as
object-+ite ''bite’’+be ‘‘tense suffix”).

*Dependent forms are marked with a — (hyphen) before the form in
the vocabulary.
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Pronominal Prefixes

Onge has the following pronominal prefixes which are
added to the dependent forms:

Number

There are three numbers in Onge, viz., singular,
dual and plural. Generally, following suffixes are added
to the nouns.

For Singular — -da or -ra is added,
for dual-— -dena or -rena is added,
for plural— -le is added

But some nouns take -di or -ri for singular
-deni or -reni for dual
-ni for plural.

Article

gi- ~ -i (definite article) occurs with the nouns.

Syntactic Relations

Possessor always precedes the possessed form. In
case of dependent noun forms prefixation is obligatory.
When the possessed form is independent, the posses-
sor takes the suffix .a after the article -gi ~-i. The
vowel of the article is elided, e.g.,

the -i of the article -giis elided in the combined form.
The independent noun forms used as possessed forms
may be classed into two classes :

added without any possessive suffix, however, such
noun forms are less in frequency. e.g.,

Possessor also occurs as a separate form with suffix
-a in case of most of the nouns. -a also indicates
instrument and location e.g.,

(h+omegi-+a) nomega ''by your hand"”

Sometimes -e also functions as locative or instru-
mental but with a slight difference in meaning. e.g.,

Pronouns

Pronouns may be c¢lassed &s personal, demonstrafive,
interrogative and reflexive. Personal pronouns have the
distinction of singular and plural except third person
(indefinite) éni.

Personal pronouns are related to the pronominal
prefixes and occur with the dependent forms.

Usually personal pronouns occur in the subject posi-
tion as substitute of nouns, but when they. occur in the
position of an object or as possessor they generally take
the suffix -a. The vowel -i of the personal pronoun is

A major portion of the verb stem structures is simple
as indicated in the above chart but there are some
compound verb stems to.o.

As stated above in the chart that prefixation of a noun
or pronoun jis obligatory for dependent verbs whereas
independent verbs do not take such prefixes.

Both dependent and independent verbs may further
be classified as transitive (with object) and intransitive
(without object). The prefix of the dependent intransitive
verb indicates the subject of the verb. e.g.,
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milokwale ‘I eat”
etilokwale ''‘we eat”
nilokwale ‘'you eat(sg.)”
nilokwale ‘'you eat (pl.)”
gilokwale “he eats”
ekwilokwale '‘they eat (pl.)”

The prefix of the dependent transitive verb indicates
the object of the verb, e.g.,

It appears from the data collected so far that some
verbs take a number suffix when its subject is in the plural
form.
