@ 2 consonants and vowels

All Hebrew letters function as consonants, while some of them
also funcrion as vowels, being silent letrers within the word.
These four Hebrew letters function as vowels:

As these vowels cannot lead on their own to a proper reading
of the words, the Hebrew tradition has created an additional

Hebrew is not normally vowelled, as Hebrew-speaking readers
can get along without it. Partial vowelling is used from time to
time. In this book all Hebrew words are vowelled when they
are introduced in order to help you to recognize the vowels and
pronounce the words.

The Negev is lsrael's South, most of it desert land, The dream of the
first ploneers, which has been only partly fulfilled, was o make the
desert bloom. The greatest dreamer was the first prime minister of
Israel, David Ben-Gurion. His small greenhouse can still be SBEn,
as it was in his lifetime, in Kibbutz Sde Boker, He made his home
in this remote desert kibbutz to encourage settiemant of the Negev.
