He developed a comprehensive, cyclical process
to refine tasking, to perform quality assurance and to optimize the
collection strategy. used numerous collection and
collection management tools to include GRANDMASTER, the use of
metadata and protocol analysis and new processes to exploit
service channel data. contributions had very direct,
measurable impacts on the counternarcotics effort. His diligence
and tenacity to obtain high quality intercepts ultimately led to the
arrest of over 130 international drug producers as well as the
seizure of billions of dollars worth of drugs and millions of dollars of
cash and assets. The actionable SIGINT, stemming from intercept
detailing death threats to law enforcement personnel, saved lives
both directly and indirectly.
